Impressionism: 1860s to 1890s  

 
-Depiction of light and its changing qualities  

 

-Ordinary subject matter (not didactic)  

 

-Capture the perception of movement  

 

-No longer concerned with realistic or 

naturalistic depiction of physical objects; 

more concerned with light
